However, estoppel is not available in the present case.  Lombardo v. Santa Monica Young Men’s Christian Association (1985) 169 CalApp3d 529, 537, 215 CalRptr 224, 228, sets out the elements requisite to relief in such an action:

(1) a contract sufficiently definite in its terms to be enforced; (2) that the contract was just and reasonable; (3) that the plaintiff performed his side of the bargain; (4) that the promissor failed to perform; (5) that the contract was supported by adequate consideration; (6) that the remedy at law is inadequate; and (7) where the contract was oral, the complaint also must allege that defendant is estopped to rely on the Statute of Frauds because failure to enforce the contract would result in either unconscionable injury to plaintiff or the unjust enrichment of defendant.
